SECTION ONE

POLICY ON THOSE REACHING AGE 21

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 208.3)

A. In the Jurisdiction of Northern California it iee policy that the following officers may remain
in office following their twenty-first birthday:

N.C.D.A. Master Councilor
N.C.D.A. Senior Councilor
N.C.D.A. Junior Councilor

Other elective or appointed N.C.D.A. Officers

B. All other Chapter (except Scribe) Officers muslinquish their office upon reaching their
twenty-first birthday.

C. The only effect of this provision is to pernhietspecified N.C.D.A. Officers to remain in office
and perform the duties of that office following itheventy-first birthday. It does not in any
other manner affect their transition from ActiveNDd@ay to Senior DeMolay status.

D. Following their twenty-first birthday, they mayt hold any Chapter (except Scribe) office.
However in the case of a vacancy, they may advemeehigher N.C.D.A. office and complete
the unfinished term.

E. Following their twenty-first birthday, they mayt compete in any DeMolay competition
(athletic, ritual, etc.) as an Active DeMolay.

F. The fact that they continue to hold N.C.D.Aiagffollowing their eighteenth birthday in no way
prevents them from applying for membership in argsihic body.

G. Divisional Officers may not be elected to offiéehey will reach their twenty-first birthday
during the term.

SECTION TWO

DEFINITION OF A MASTER MASON

A "Mason" is any Master Mason who is a member indgstanding of a Lodge chartered by the Grand
Lodge of California, Free and Accepted Masons oalfyrand Lodge which is in communication with
the Grand Lodge of California. Certified proficignio the "Candidates Lecture" of the Master Mason
Degree is not a requirement for visitation or foembership on a Chapter Advisory Council. An
Advisor, who is a Master Mason, shall verify thitvésiting Masons are qualified for admission.hig
definition does not in any way supersede the aithof an Advisor to exclude objectionable persons
from chapter functions as stated in the DeMolagrimational Rules & Regulations 318.8.

With the permission of the Presiding Officer of Bygonsoring Body, and the Chairman of the Advisory
Council, an Entered Apprentice or a Fellow Craftsigla may visit a DeMolay Chapter meeting.
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SECTION THREE

AUTHORITY OF AN ADVISOR REGARDING
PUBLIC IMAGE and APPEARANCE

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 318.8)

The authority of an Advisor to exclude persons friumctions extends to excluding those who do not
meet established dress codes. The dress codetifdgti@s hosted by the Northern California DeMolay
Jurisdiction is as follows:

Minimum acceptable dress:

*x Meetings and Installations and any event in a Masaa Building:
“DeMolay Dress” which is a shirt, tie and sikeshoes (a suit coat
or sport coat is preferable, but not required.

*x At other events “Dressy Casual” which would be jeans, sneakers,
or T-shirts (in good taste), if appropriate.

Chapters should establish their own dress standavbdgh shall be approved by their Advisory
Council. Chapter Advisory Councils are encouratgethke into consideration any financial hardship
that might be caused by a very strict set of dstagsdards. In Chapters where no standards have bee
established, the Nor-Cal Dress Code listed abosak apply.

SECTION FOUR

DUAL MEMBERSHIP PERMITTED

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 315.12)

1. Transfer of membership or dual membership igptable in the following
situations:

- A member permanently relocates to a place ctosanother chapter by at
least 10 miles than he is ®home chapter.

- The member's home chapter has ceased to foragia chapter (i.e., hold
regular meetings).

2. Dual membership is acceptable in the followirigation:
- A member is temporarily (estimated for at leastmonths or for at least
three months a year) closer to another chaptat lzast 10 miles than he

is to his home chapter. (e.g., attending cellegregularly spending
summers with another parent or relative)
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Section Four (continued)

3. Transfer of membership or dual membership unttesr situations is acceptable
only if approved by all Advisory Councils involved his approval must be
obtained in writing prior to any action being taken the application.

Cases where this méwe acceptable include:

- Cases of irreconcilable differences betwdéemiember and the
members and/or Advisors of his home chapteete/imo disciplinary
actions are pending).

- The_needf one chapter to have a member of a neighbolhagter
serve as an elected Officer. (Note: a memlzsr omly serve as an
Officer in one chapter at a time.)

- A new chapter is being formed.
Cases where this normally is raatceptable include:

- Cases where one chapter is seeking to imptewhances in a
competitive area (e.g., athletics or ritual.)

- Cases where a member is simply seeking additpersonal
recognition (e.g., by becoming a P.M.C. of mitv@ one chapter.)

4. This policy applies to dual membership in two more Northern California chapters and to
transfers between Northern California chaptersansters or dual memberships involving other
Jurisdictions are governed solely by the DeMolagnmational Rules & Regulations, and by any
additional requirements established by the Exeeufifficer of the Jurisdiction(s) involved.

5. Refer to the DeMolay International Rules & Reions and the DeMolay Leaders Guide for
details on how to properly take action on transéers dual memberships, or call the Nor-Cal office

for guidance.

SECTION FIVE

PROPER USE OF THE DeMOLAY ROBE

The DeMolay robe shall be worn by the officers ereée exemplifications and by all incoming officers

at Installations. The robe shall be worn by allicgffs at all business meetings except where the
Advisory Council authorizes an exception. Such pkoe shall only be authorized where Chapter

Officers have adopted a specific unified dress (ir@form blazers with a DeMolay patch) or when

environmental conditions (i.e. summer heat) exist.
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Section Five (continued)

The robe shall not be worn at a funeral of a memingess the family of the deceased and all other
involved organizations so permit. Members attegdirformal Religious Service, with the permission
of those holding the service, may wear the robe.

The robe may be worn by a member representing Deyniti a Masonic gathering with the permission
of the organization holding the event.

Permission to wear the robe at any other publi@sion (i.e. in a parade) must be secured priongo t

appearance. Such permission is to be requestedtfr@mxecutive Officer, and will be granted only on
a case-by-case basis.

SECTION SIX

POLICY ON PROFICIENCY IN THE OBLIGATIONS

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 315.13)

1. Itis a requirement of Northern California Delspthat a member must be proficient in the Queries
and Obligations of the Initiatory and DeMolay Deggen order to:

Vote on routine chapter business

Ballot on petitioners

Vote in chapter elections

Compete in Nor-Cal events (including athletid aitual contests)

Vote on business of the Northern California DédWdAssociation (N.C.D.A.)
Vote in N.C.D.A. or Division elections

Be installed into office in any chapter in Nath California

Hold any N.C.D.A. or Division elective or appbue office

2. ltis not a requirement of Northern Califori@Molay that an initiate be proficient in the Qesri
and Obligation of the Initiatory Degree prior tacee/ing the DeMolay Degree. However, a chapter
may impose this requirement on all candidates ¢y on “Vow Ceremony” candidates by including
this requirement in their By-Laws.

3. For those new members who are initiated byafigske “Vow Ceremony”, they may not participate
in athletic, or ritual contests, until they haveawed the full Initiatory Degree and the DeMolay
Degree, and are proficient in the Queries and @bbtgs on the Initiatory and DeMolay Degrees.

4. Satisfactory completion of the Queries and @#tions must be reported to the Northern California
DeMolay office for each member completing the Odigns. This report is to be made on a Form 12.
Except as otherwise provided herein, members nohgdeen reported as completing their Obligations
on a Form 12 will not be eligible to compete in Mal events (including athletic and ritual contgsts
vote on business of the Northern California DeMokssociation (N.C.D.A.), vote in N.C.D.A. or
Division elections, or, hold any N.C.D.A. or Diwisi elective or appointive office.
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SECTION SEVEN

POLICY ON THE ANNUAL A.C.R. PROCESS

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 314.142, and 314.4)

As provided for in Article 14, the Advisory Counglappointed by the Executive Officer for a onefye

term. The procedure for submitting the annual AdryisCouncil Registration (A.C.R.) will be outlined

during the Annual Advisory Council Meeting processhe Fall of each year. This material will also
contain the deadline for the submission of thes@$o

SECTION EIGHT

LENGTH OF TERM IN CHAPTER BY-LAWS

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 317.2(a)

The By-Laws of Chapters in Northern California $isalecify either six or four month terms. Chapters
requesting a By-Laws change to alter the lengthhefr term (especially from six months to four
months) shall explain why the change is in the bastest of their Chapter. Only the larger Chapter
should consider By-Laws specifying four-month terngSample By-Laws are available from the
Jurisdictional Office, or may be found in the Delslplinternational Rules & Regulations)

SECTION NINE

POLICY ON UNACCEPTABLE ACTIONS

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 325.1(l)

In Northern California, this policy is also applida to any person (Active or Senior DeMolay, Advijso
Master Mason, or any other individual) presentrgt BeMolay or quasi-DeMolay function at which
active DeMolays are invited or present. No persoder the influence of alcohol or any illegal drug
shall be present at any such function. All persansolation of this regulation are to be excludeam

the function or activity. Active DeMolays who vitéa this regulation are subject to disciplinary
provisions of Article 14 of the DeMolay InternatanRules & Regulations. Senior DeMolays who
violate this regulation are to be referred to thdvidory Council of their home Chapter or to the
Executive Officer for discipline. Advisors who vaie this regulation are to be removed from their
Advisory Council position. If criminal prosecutiani illegal activity is in order, this course willsm be
followed.

Advisors should use discretion as to a DeMolay®lvement at Masonic activities where alcohol is

present. DeMolays may be present at such evenserie food and clean up following a dinner;
however, they cannot be asked to serve alcohol.
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SECTION TEN

POLICY ON I.S.C. HONORS

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations Artidg

Article 6 of the DeMolay International Rules & Réagfions provides for several Honors to be granted
each year. The requirements for each of these Hoawe outlined in Article 6 of the DeMolay
International Rules & Regulations as well as addai information is contained in the DeMolay
Leader's Resource Guide. Northern California DeMdadands out recommendation forms to each
Advisory Council Chairman once each year with thprapriate deadline shown for the submission of
these recommendation forms. Advisory Councils am@eraged to recognize worthy individuals each
year for the various Honors.

Advisory Councils making nominations for the DegodeChevalier should remember that Chevalier is
not simply a reward for good performance as MaStaincilor, nor is it a requirement that nominees be
Past Master Councilors. The award for performaaeea Master Councilor is the PMC-MSA. The
honor of Chevalier is for those DeMolays over 1@rgeold or Senior DeMolays who give "above and
beyond the call of duty". Therefore, under norietumstances, a PMC should not be nominated for
Chevalier until approximately one year followingslterm as Master Councilor. This will give the
Advisory Council the opportunity to view the pot@htnominee's dedication to DeMolay as a
"sideliner".

If a member of the immediate family of a DeMolay $enior DeMolay being considered for any
DeMolay Honor is a member of the Advisory Coundahsidering the nomination, that person should
not be part of the nomination process and shoulk h@o knowledge of the nomination. The
nomination must remain confidential, and if the mo@me or his family has knowledge of the
nomination, it shall not be considered.

SECTION ELEVEN

POLICY ON AWARDS

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations Artié@e

Article 6, DeMolay International provides for seakAwards that may be applied for and earned. The
requirements for each of these Awards are outlingstticle 6 of the Rules & Regulations as wellias
additional information which is contained in the NDalay Leader's Resource Guide. Northern
California DeMolay provides application forms fouck awards as the Representative DeMolay
Program (R.D.), Leadership Correspondence Cours€.@), and the Past Master Councilor
Meritorious Service Award (P.M.C.-M.S.A.). Advisor@ouncils are encouraged to promote and
encourage the members of the Chapters to be aw#ne various Awards, and to use these Awards to
recognize worthy individuals each year for thefoes on behalf of DeMolay.
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SECTION TWELVE

POLICY ON FINANCIAL MATTERS

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations Artié2)

All Chapter Advisory Councils are strongly encowddo establish an effective Financial Procedure fo
their Chapter. A sample accounting system may leiredd from the Northern California DeMolay
Office. In particular, the following should be adée to:

**  Asindicated in Article 22, all withdrawals fro Chapter accounts must
have two (2) signatures, and one of the signatsineuld be that of an
Active DeMolay with the other being a memberlaf Advisory Council.
Chapter accounts may list several names as agghogners.

*x Unless otherwise approved by the Executive OffiakrChapter funds
shall be deposited in accounts insured or gueeanby the Federal Government.

SECTION THIRTEEN

POLICY ON FUND RAISING ACTIVITIES

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 325.1(b)

Northern California DeMolay Chapters and other splaat organizations may engage in the following
types of fund raising activities without the nedcdditional approval of the Executive Officer:

**  The sale of legal consumer goods to the puf@icept fireworks or
alcoholic beverages) for which a fair price isugjed.

*x The charge for the service of the members (i.@aravash or serving a
dinner) for which a fair price is charged.

The Grand Lodge of California Masonic Code speailjc prohibits Masonic oriented organizations
from engaging in games of chance (where money labées actually change hands) such as raffles,
door prizes, bingo, gambling, etc. Therefore, reMolay Chapter or appendant organization shall
engage in such activities.

Chapters of Northern California DeMolay and othgpendant organizations may not solicit the public
for donations (for which the individual does notewe a fair priced product or service) except wher

all net proceeds from that solicitation are conitéal to a recognized charitable organization or
foundation. Charitable organizations which may bessisted by DeMolay are not limited to DeMolay
or Masonic Charities. Chapters are not prohibitech soliciting Masonic Bodies or individual Masons

for their direct financial support.

As a reminder, donations made to a DeMolay Chaptetax deductible as DeMolay International and
its Chapters has been classified as a 501(c)(3naxgtion. For any donation of $250 or more, the
DeMolay Chapter must issue a receipt to the domarther information on this topic may be found in
the material on our 501(c)(3) status in the Norhealifornia DeMolay Advisor Manual.
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SECTION FOURTEEN

POLICY OF LIFE MEMBERSHIP TRUST ACCOUNTS

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 320.2(B)

Each chapter shall establish a Chapter Life MenmygrBrust Fund. Unless otherwise approved by the
Executive Officer, this fund shall be one or maagisgs accounts and/or certificates of depositrstpa
and apart from other chapter accounts.

The amount specified in the chapter's bylaws mestdéposited in the account for each member
initiated into the chapter. An amount equal to-en¢h of the account's balance may be withdrawn
each year and placed in the chapter's checkinguatcdf a chapter's Life Membership Trust Account
has grown to an amount greater than 15 times thmbau of members shown on the DeMolay
International roster, then, with the approval o txecutive Officer, the chapter may make additiona
withdrawals to lower the amount in the account3difnes the number of members on the books. It is



SECTION SEVENTEEN

POLICY ON CHAPTER PROPERTIES

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 313.3)

Section 313.3 of the Rules & Regulations state®lémvs: "All the books, records, and other progert
of every description including both realty and jpeaty as well as devises, legacies, trusts, aherot
funds of any kind, are held and used by every Gdiagd a subordinate unit or part of this Supreme
Council and are subject at all times to the contfahe Executive Officer. When a Chapter ceases to
exist or withdraws its allegiance to the Supremeur@ed, the Supreme Council, acting through its
Executive Officer, shall at once take possessioralbfsuch property and assets to dispose of or
distribute for the best interest of the Order."

In accordance with the above Section, the Poliaytatioed herein shall affect all Chapters in the
Jurisdiction of Northern California, having beensid@ated by the Executive Officer as inactive or
closed.

For the purpose of this Policy, the word Inactiialsbe defined as "A Chapter that has been urtable
meet for an extended period of time, due to itbiiitg to elect and install a corps of Officers, tine
absence of a minimum number of Advisors to constian Advisory Council." For the purpose of this
Policy also, the word Closed shall be defined gy/tdrms contained in Sections 313.4 of the Rules &
Regulations, or by any other terms as deemed apatefby the Executive Officer.

Therefore; it shall be and is the policy of theisldiction of Northern California that any Chaptbat
has been designated as Inactive (for a period of years,) or shall have been declared Closed,
whichever comes first, shall forthwith surrendertib@ Executive Officer, or his Representative, all
property described in, but not limited to, Sectgd8.3 of the Rules & Regulations.

All of the books, records and other property shallheld, or disposed of, in such manner as deemed i
the best interests of the Order of DeMolay by tkedttive Officer.

All devises, legacies, trusts, funds of any kincluding funds derived from the sale of property| i@
otherwise, shall be held in trust by the Execu@fécer

The revenue generated by such funds held in thet be used at the discretion of the Executive
Officer, for the promotion and development of neha@ters and to assist in the process of reinstating
Inactive Chapters. The exercise of this Policyh®yExecutive Officer, or his Representative, Ishal
constructed as a direct order and shall be adheradder the authority of the Rules & Regulatiohs o
DeMolay International.
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SECTION EIGHTEEN

POLICY ON CHAPTER INSTALLATIONS

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 317.8)

It is the duty of the Advisory Council to assurattitChapter Installations are conducted with proper
dignity and in accordance with the ceremony ast@dinn the "Monitor of Ceremonies”. The Advisory
Council shall assure that all Installation experaeswithin the financial capabilities of the Chaypand
are not significantly supplemented by the persamwatributions of the Officers or their families. In
addition, the following regulations are issued:

The option of installing the Officers in reverseler is not to be used.
All elective and appointed Officers to be instaliddhll wear Chapter Officer Robes
The Master, Senior and Junior Councilors may nahstlled by proxy.

All participants in the Ritualistic Cenenies shall be Active DeMolays (of any Chapter), o
Senior DeMolay®f the Chapter being installed A male Guest Installing Officer may be
used to obligate the Master Councilor-Elect, preditie knows the appropriate ritual part from
memory.

Since the Installation of Officers is a public teas tool, all participants must present their
parts from memoryNo parts may be read

Photos may be taken during the Ceremony providedatking of the photo does not interfere
with the Ceremony. The only exception would beuke of flash equipment during a
presentation such as the Flower Talk or Ceremorygit when the use of flash equipment
would be distracting in the darkened room.

Once the Bible is opened by the Senior CouncildhenOpening Ceremony, it shall not be
closed until the Senior Deacon closes it duringQhesing Ceremony to officially close the
Installation.

Officers may be seated in a triangle of chairstand in a triangle as specified in the
Monitor of Ceremonies with the Master Counciloeé&ilat the apex of the triangle. Itis
recommended that Officers sit rather than stand.

Introductions and Escorts are an important patihefinstallation Ceremony. The Installation
Guide of Northern California DeMolay provides adulial information on Protocol Guidelines
and Introduction Tips.

Mascots are not to be present (or presented) i€kiapter Room before, during or after the
Installation.

Within 10 days following the Installation, the Cheypshall submit an updated "Form 11" to
Northern California DeMolay. (This form may alse submitted via the website)

Any social event or party following an Instéla (an "after party") is considered an "official
DeMolay event" and as such, must have the formaiayal of the Advisory Council.
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Section Eighteen (continued)

13. In order to provide the best public imagejinimum of eight (8) Officers should be installed.
the chapter knows in advance that they will nottalhsat least 8 officers, a non-public
installation must be held. A non-public instalbatiis defined as one held on a regular meeting
night and where no special activities are held sasha reception and/or dance. A chapter,
which cannot hold a regular installation, MUST atinate the planning for a non-public
installation with the Divisional Advisor, who wilbrovide additional guidelines to assist the
chapter.

14. The Sweetheart and/or Princess may be indtallethe Chapter Room following the closing
ceremony and after the Installing Team has exhlieddom.

15. All Installing Teams MUST be approved by the Divisbnal Dad Advisor at least three (3)
weeks prior to the scheduled date of the Installadin.

SECTION NINETEEN

POLICY ON STATED MEETINGS
(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 318.1)

The Bylaws of Chapters in Northern California shedecify when the chapter's stated meetings are
scheduled. The Rules & Regulations require thaptdrs have at least one stated meeting per month.
However, it is recommended that two stated meetiegsnonth be specified.

At the stated meetings specified in the chapteytavizs, the chapter shall be first be opened on tieth
Initiatory and DeMolay Degrees, then called downht® Initiatory Degree for business (unless the onl
business is the conferral of the DeMolay DegreBg¢Molays who have not received the DeMolay
Degree are to be excused from the Chapter Roomgltine opening of the chapter on the DeMolay
Degree and during examination of members on the@lay Degree Proficiencies. It is no¢cessary
to call back up to the DeMolay Degree for Closing.

SECTION TWENTY

POLICY ON THE ADVISORY COUNCIL
(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 314.1@)4.1(b) and 314.1(c))

In Northern California, an Advisory Council shatirsist of at least six members, three of which must
be Master Masons. All Advisors in Northern Califar DeMolay must be at least 21 years of age.
Adults over the age of 21 years of age and whonateMaster Masons or Senior DeMolays may be
appointed to Advisory Councils by the Executive iCHf provided that they have (1) completed the
DeMolay Advisor Development Program (D.A.D.), (2pnapleted an adult worker profile which
includes the necessary form for the Advisor BackugtbCheck, and (3) have been interviewed by the
Executive Officer, or his representative. Compigtihe D.A.D Program does not entitle a persoreto b
considered as an Advisor until the other sectidrkis process have been completed.

The Advisory Council Chairman must be a Master Miago good standing. The Chapter “Dad”
Advisor may be either a Master Mason, a Senior Dall@r another adult as approved by the
Executive Officer. Properly appointed and regestieNon-Masonic/Non-Senior DeMolay Advisors
from other Jurisdictions are entitled to visit dl€hapter functions in Northern California.
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SECTION TWENTY-ONE

POLICY ON APPLICATIONS FOR MEMBERSHIP
(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 315.4)

The Rules & Regulations 315.4 allows each Execu@fficer the prerogative to permit alternativeshis
Jurisdiction to the requirement for formal visitatiof applicants.

In Northern California, it still recommended thatrhal visitation be made of each applicant. Howgitels
acceptable to read and ballot on an applicatidheasame meeting without a formal visitation repb(i) the
applicant is adequately known, and (2) there ishjection from any DeMolay or Advisor present.

As an alternative and in order to provide for arsdroprocessing time for a membership applicateochapter
may propose the name of a potential member attedsta informal meeting or activity. Provided thlaére is

no objection from any DeMolay or Advisor presertie tMaster Councilor may then assign a visitation
committee so that they can report to the chaptésaiext Stated Meeting, when the election may talace.

SECTION TWENTY-TWO

POLICY ON CHAPTER ELECTIONS

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 317.7)

The Advisory Council must establish a process qtiiing a “Letter of Intent” for the three Coundilpositions.
These “Letters of Intent” should be approved (@agiproved) by the Advisory Council at a meetingmptd the
night of balloting. The provision of requiring “tters of Intent” should be included in the ChamgrLaws.
This process can alleviate the concept of “nomimegtifrom the floor” which often causes conflictscam the
members.

The Rules & Regulations require a "...paper batlast by the individual members ..." for chaptericeif
elections. However this is time consuming and gessary when there is only one approved nominee.
Therefore, in Northern California, the common picebf "having the Scribe cast a unanimous balady be
used when there is only one nominee.

The vote on the motion to have the Scribe castaminmous ballot must be unanimous and must not fecta
to by any DeMolay Advisor present. If these coiotis are not met, a paper ballot must be held.

Whenever a paper ballot is required, each eledtifieer shall be balloted upon by a paper ballstritbuted to
all eligible members present. The Master Coundédantitled to a vote. A majority of the ballot&t counting
blank ballots is necessary for election. If therenly one candidate, it is permissible to votealiting "yes" or

no".
There is no provision in the Rules & Regulationskoeaking ties or for automatically dropping tteandidate(s)

with the fewest votes to help achieve a majorifyherefore, unless otherwise specified in the Girapby-laws,
successive ballots must be taken until an absatajerity is reached.
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SECTION TWENTY-THREE

POLICY ON JURISDICTIONAL ORGANIZATIONS

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 208.21808.3)

The Chapters of Northern California DeMolay arehautzed to organize a Jurisdictional Organization
and sub-tier organizations, which shall be govermgtbylaws adopted by those organizations. Those
bylaws shall take effect upon the approval of theedutive Officer and may be modified at his
direction.

SECTION TWENTY-FOUR

POLICY ON SWEETHEARTS

A chapter may choose a "Sweetheart" and/or a "Essicto represent them. A chapter may not have
more than two such positions. The minimum qualifans for Chapter Sweetheart and Princess are:

- Be a member in good standing of Job's Daughie®ainbow for Girls and who has not
reached the age of majority in her organization

- Be 16 years old or older

Have the written permission of her parent galeguardian, her Bethel Guardian or Mother
Advisor (both are required if she is a member of both orgations),and the Chapter Advisor

Each chapter may decide how the selection is todde among the eligible candidates.

The Sweetheart and Princess are not officers ofctagter and are not to take part in any of the
chapter's ritualistic ceremonies, either publigpawate. The crowning of the Sweetheart or Priaces
may take place in the Chapter Room only after thap@er or Installation has been declared “closed”
and the Installation Team has left the room

Any time the Sweetheart or Princess is present atwels with the chapter on an over-night evant,
adult (over 25 years old) female chaperone musgirésent.

The Jurisdictional Organization may provide inbidaws for selection of a Jurisdictional Sweetheart
and Princess. All requirements for Chapter Swestheapply to the Jurisdictional Sweetheart and
Princess.

SECTION TWENTY-SEVEN

(DeMolay International Rules & Regulations 318.9)

The Rules and Regulations of DeMolay Internaticalbdw the Executive Officer of a jurisdiction to
permit individuals to witness the Degrees of DeMaldno are not Advisors, Senior DeMolays or Master
Masons. Accordingly, the following expansion haeim made to Section 318.9 of the Rules and
Regulations of DeMolay International pertainingvigitors at Meetings:

The father, mother, stepfather, stepmother, gratigenpograndfather, and legal guardian of an aaive
prospective member of DeMolay may witness the dtotly and DeMolay Degree during a Chapter,
Division, or Jurisdiction conferral of either orthodegrees on one or more occasions prior, duadng,
after the initiation of their son, grandson, or ear

Younger brothers, sisters, friends, or other redsticannot be present at the conferral of eithgredeor
should not attend closed chapter meetings. Todasibarrassing situations, it is recommended that a
letter be sent to the parents or legal guardiaa cdndidate in advance of the Degrees to welcoera th
to the ceremonies and explain that other childrenelatives should not attend.

SECTION TWENTY-EIGHT

SECTION TWENTY-NINE

POLICY ON PLANNING “JO-RA-DE” ACTIVITIES

It is the policy of Northern California DeMolay thany activities being planned with Job’s
Daughters, Rainbow for Girls and DeMolay, commordjerred to as “JO-RA-DE”, MUST be
coordinated with the local adult and youth leadersoth of Job’s Daughters and Rainbow for Girls
before the event or activity may be promoted a3@RA-DE” activity.

POLICY ON D.A.D. TRAINING

In order to serve as an Advisor for a DeMolay Chgpain individual must complete the DeMolay
Advisor Development Program, commonly referred $d‘@.A.D.” An individual who has had a
“break in service” as an Advisqwho has served in the past and wishes to returaragdvisor
after one or more year’s absenamust complete D.A.D. again if it has been more thea (5)
years since he last completed the D.A.D. program.

SECTION THIRTY-TWO

POLICY ON BEING BOTH A DeMOLAY
and a MASTER MASON

With the age to petition a Masonic Lodge in Caliiarnow set at eighteen (18), we now have the
situation of having Active DeMolays (under the a1) also being members of a Masonic Lodge.
It is therefore the policy of Northern CalifornizeBlolay that such a member may not serve as an
elected officer in both a DeMolay Chapter and a d&sLodge. This does not preclude an Active
DeMolay of serving as an appointive officer suctBasbe in his DeMolay chapter if he is serving
as either an elective or appointed office in hissbtac Lodge.
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
